YOGI HAUGHTON is arguably the best know DJ in Scotland, widely regarded by many as the man that brought house music and techno north of the border, his thirst for rare, quality black music has never waned.  Only last week the Edinbugh Evening News branded Yogi as “probably Scotland’s most important DJ”.  Yogi has worked with the biggest and best DJ’s around the world as well as some incredible live acts including, Chaka Khan, Leroy Hutson, Mark Ronson, Todd Terry, M People, Tony Humpheries, Terry Callier, Roger Sanchez, Roy Ayres, Kenny ‘Dope’ Gonzalez, Gilles Peterson, need we go on?  When the MTV AWARDS road show rolled into Edinburgh it was Yogi that was asked to DJ at the official after party where Christine Aguilera, Justin Timberlake, The Black Eyed Peas and Pink were seen throwin’ their shit down on the dance floor of the prestigious Opal Lounge venue.  Trips to Brasil, Australia, North America, France, Sweden and numerous other countries have all been highlights in Yogi’s DJ career as well as the hundreds of gigs he has played around Britain including 14 Southport Weekenders and numerous Prestatyn Weekenders and throughout Britain.  Yogi was also at the arrow head of the U.K. Warp bleep sound where he played regularly with Nightmares On Wax, Unique 3 and Sheffield’s Winston during the early 90’s.  There is no doubt that Yogi’s record collection, now around 70.000 strong has stood him in good stead, he is still playing every weekend at either a northern/modern soul gig, jazz gig, rare soul or a bread and butter house night.

Yogi has recorded for some of the worlds top labels including Guidance in Chicago, Vibe (Murk’s sister label in Miami) and the legendary R&S stable where his ‘Tribal Tone’ track sold by the shed load.  Now with these two new tracks, one a nod of respect to the history of  U.K. clubbing history with a fierce Purple Music esqu sound and the other a slammin’ modern/garage crossover cut, he is set to get the 2008 dance floors kickin’ again.
